Today Trinity begins the Summer of Praise. Prior to the start of worship each week there will be a short
sing-a-long of favorite songs and hymns from the Summer Praise booklet. This morning you are invited to
browse the booklet. Small pieces of paper are provided for you to jot down one or two hymns/songs you'll like
the congregation to sing over the summer. Place your suggestions in the offering plate this morning.

At the June Congregation Council meeting, Pastor JMe gave a short presentation on the Shenandoah
Fellowship Foundation/Winchester House, of which Trinity has been a member since its inception in 1974. The
Council signed the Acceptance of Congregation Responsibilities as a Member pledging Trinity's support for another year.
The Foundation is chartered to provide safe, affordable housing for low-income seniors in the community.
Pastor JMe is on the Board of Trustees. President of the Foundation is David Ray, and he has provided
congregations with a one-page summary of the need for the Fellowship, why it was organized and what they are
looking toward in the future. Copies are in the Narthex; it is well worth your time to familiarize yourself with this
group by reading this short synopsis.

Summer “Lows” Often, the Sunday after a major holiday is called a “low Sunday”. These are characterized by
lower attendance and smaller offering amounts. Summer typically brings a string of these low Sundays due to
vacations and other weekend activities unavailable in the colder months. Usually, churches are able to absorb
the summer loss in income because of the regular giving during the rest of the year. Then in 2019 COVID-19
struck, and everything changed.

During the height of the pandemic, ministries were suspended or reduced. We were blessed to receive assistance
from various government funds during 2021. Financial issues, although worrisome, were not a great concern
because fewer ministries meant fewer expenses. During the past two years, many of our members stepped up
and continued their giving, even when they couldn’t attend worship. Thank you for your support!

This year things are different. After two years of travel restrictions, vacations and visits to family and friends are
now possible. Our in-person worship attendance continues to be lower as there are still those who are joining us
online. These signs of the “new normal” are impacting the financial health of Trinity.

During the June meeting of the Congregation Council, it was reported that $21,000 has been withdrawn from
our Endowment funds this year to cover expenses. These expenses were primarily for maintaining our church
facilities and paying the increased utility bills. Congregation Treasurer, Mark Green, has predicted that, if this
trend continues, the congregation finances will reach a $60,000 deficit by the end of 2022.

We are blessed to be a congregation with a healthy endowment, but we can’t rely on these monies indefinitely to
pay our bills. We all need to consider providing a few dollars more each month in our offerings to support our
congregational ministries. Your giving will allow the renewal of ministries suspended due to the pandemic such
as the Community Meal, Sunday Faith Formation for our children and youth, and community outreach for
service and congregational growth. In addition, we will be able to develop new ministries in Jesus’ name. Please
pray about how you will respond for the present and future of Trinity. Let’s change our summer “lows” to
“highs”!
